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This talk will review recent research on the cellular and molecular changes underlying noise-induced hearing loss (NIHL). Topics will include 1) the functionally important structural changes underlying reversible vs. irreversible NIHL, 2) the factors affecting vulnerability to NIHL, and 3) the inadequacy of threshold testing as a measure of noise-induced cochlear damage.
