Use the Academy Press Center to Promote Your Exhibit

An on-site press center will be available to help you publicize your products and services. The Press Center will be available for you to:

· Display your press kits 

· Pick-up information and press releases 

· Obtain convention press information 

Provide us with your company's news releases, special announcements, and information on any press conferences you plan to hold during the week, and we'll include them in the Press Events Schedule posted in the Academy Press Center and on the AudiologyNOW! Web site. We can also provide you with a list of media who have registered for AudiologyNOW! 2012 upon request. (Please keep in mind that many register as late as one week before the convention begins.) 

As an exhibitor or sponsor, you may display your press materials. Please bring your company's press kits—no more than 25—to Boston, MA, with you and drop them off at the Press Center in the Convention Center when you arrive. 

Press Interviews

If you are contacted by press or are expecting members of the press to interview you at AudiologyNOW! 2012, we have a designated private room for interviews in the Convention Center. The interview room will be available in 30-minute or 60-minute increments on a first-come, first-served basis. Some Important Things for You to Keep in Mind 

If you plan to use the Academy Press Center or Interview Room, please observe the following guidelines:

· The schedule for the interview room will be maintained by the senior director of communications. All requests for holding interviews in this room must be made in writing. You will receive a written confirmation as proof that the space has been reserved in your name for a specific date and time. 

· No group may reserve the interview room for more than one hour at a time unless by special arrangement. 

· All interviews and photo sessions utilizing the interview room must be scheduled in advance of the convention. Last-minute appointments may be made, only if time and space are still available on the schedule. 

· It is the responsibility of each company to contact their targeted media.
